Teaching of Foreign Languages

In the case of English-speaking countries(United States, United Kingdom, Australia, New Zealand, Canada, Ireland, South Africa, Singapore, Jamaica, Barbados, Trinidad and Tobago, etc.) and Special Talent Category countries, this is English, for France(except Special Talent Category) it is French, for Germany(expect Special Talent Category) it is German, for China it is Chinese, for Korea it is Korean, for Russia it is Russian, and for other non-English speaking countries it is English or the principal language spoken in that country.
