1. Basis for Implementing the Project 

 The three targeted community and schools for the Project are Toki Village, Navunisea 

District School, and Nawaisomo Primary School which share common challenges, such as 1. 
it’s current water source is not being able to satisfy the demand of water 2. continued 

deterioration of water quality 3. with poor sanitations and unhygienic facilities, they are prone 

to contracting diseases. The water improvement project in the three respective village and 

schools is now going to address their water supply woes and sanitation problems.  

The new system will not only assist in access to clean water but also provide a better sanitation 
environment which will help improve their physical well-being, health, as well as enhance the 

their activities.
